HARBOURSIDE HOMEOWNER’S ASSOCIATION 

RULES AND REGULATIONS – JULY 2021
Outlined below is a set of Rules & Regulations, which have been adopted by the Harbourside Homeowners Association Board.  The rules have been adopted to preserve an attractive and hospitable community and can be amended by the Harbourside Homeowners Association Board as needed.  These rules follow the South Neighborhood Association, Inc (SNA). 

Persons not in compliance with these rules will be subject to one citation for the first violation and fines for subsequent violations except as otherwise provided. 

Please note that all residents are responsible for the actions of their guests and tenants.  Therefore, if a guest incurs a violation as outlined below, the owner/resident will be responsible for any fines incurred as a result of the violation.
ALL HARDSHIPS AND EXCEPTIONS TO THE RULES BELOW SHALL BE BROUGHT BEFORE THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS FOR REVIEW AND A DECISION WILL BE MADE BY THE APPEALS COMMITTEE WITHIN THIRTY (30) DAYS OF RECEIPT.

HARBOUR ISLAND (HICSA) RULES AND REGULATIONS ALSO APPLY:

· Harbour Island Declaration of Covenants and Restrictions dated September 5, 1991, as amended. 
· By-laws of Harbour Island Community Services Association, Inc. (HICSA), dated December 16, 1983, as amended.
The procedure for reporting violations of rules and regulations, or any complaints regarding the management of the common property, or regarding actions of other owners shall be reported to First Choice Association Management, Inc. at (727) 785-8887 between the hours of 8:30 A.M. to 5:00 P.M. , Monday through Friday. Reports of violations will be handled as confidential upon request, within the limits of the law.        
1. ACCESS CONTROL: Move-ins, Contractors and Construction:

· The access control hours for move-ins and contractors, except for emergencies, for all the residential communities south of the gates is:
Monday-Friday:

7:00 A.M. – 6:00 P.M.

Saturdays:

7:00 A.m. – 2:00 P.M.





Sunday:

No activity is permitted




No activity is permitted on the following holidays

· New Year’s Day

· Memorial Day

· Fourth of July

· Labor Day 

· Thanksgiving 

· Christmas

· Gasparilla Celebration

· If an owner and/or lessee are moving in and/or out on a Saturday, the move must commence prior to 10:30 A.M and if the move is occurring during the weekday, the move must commence prior to 1:30 P.M.
· Paper guest passes must be displayed through the front windshield while the vehicle is behind the security gates. 
· A 24-hour notice to The South Neighborhood property management is requested to permit coordination of move-ins as necessary.
· Only media visitors who have been invited by a resident will be allowed access and must be escorted by Security.
2. ANIMALS

· All resident animals must be registered with South Neighborhood Association (SNA) property management.
· All owners are required to have any pets on a leash, which is attached to a responsible person, when on common property.  The person shall immediately remove their animal’s excrement from Harbourside Homeowners Association property and dispose of these wastes in containers provided, or at their residences.
· Animal owners are responsible for insuring their animals do not unreasonably annoy humans, endanger the life or health of to other animals or persons, or substantially interfere with the rights of other residents.  Prohibited behavior shall include, but not be limited to:
· Running loose
· Damaging the property of residents other than the owner’s 

· Intimidating residents or guests

· Howling, barking, whining or other disturbing noises

· Attacking fowls, birds, or other domestic animals 

· Leaving excrement on other residents property or in common areas
· Animals are not permitted in the pool area
3.  LITTER/TRASH

· No litter, trash, weeds, rubbish, debris, unauthorized objects or materials of any kind shall be placed or permitted to accumulate upon any common property or residence.  Trash containers must be stored in the garage.  They may be placed at the curb after 7 pm the night before trash pick-up and must be returned to the garage by 7 pm the evening of the pick-up.
4. NOISE AND NUISANCES

· No disturbing activity, such as loud music, is allowed between 10:00 P.M. and 6:00 A.M., Sunday through Thursday, and between 11:00 P.M. and 6:00 A.M. on Friday and Saturday.  (Tampa Code of Ordinances 14-142 and 19-47):
· The creation of any avoidable and unreasonably loud, disturbing or unnecessary noise within the limits of the city, are prohibited.  Noise or disturbances of such character, intensity and duration as to be detrimental to normal comfort is prohibited.
· The following acts, among others, are declared to be loud, disturbing and unnecessary noises and nuisances:
· Horns and warning devices.  The sounding of any horn or signal device of any automobile, motorcycle, or any other vehicle, whether in motion or not, except as a necessary danger signal is prohibited
· Noisy vehicles.  The use of any automobile, motorcycle or other vehicle so loaded or out of repair, or operated as to create noise, avoidable and unnecessary grating, grinding, and rattling noise is prohibited.
· Amplified sound.  Operating any device which electronically augments or amplifies sound in such a manner or with which volume as to annoy or disturb the quiet, comfort and repose of a reasonable person in any dwelling.
· Units, both exterior and interior, must be maintained in good condition and within Harbourside Homeowners Association standards detailed in these rules and regulations.
· Cameras mounted and viewing the outside of the property must be approved by the ARC (i.e. Ring, Blink etc.) for location and viewing distance for the privacy of all homeowners. 
5. PARTIES OR LARGE GATHERINGS

· Gathering of a large number of people can block access for emergency vehicles, result in damage to common property of the Harbourside Homeowners Association, and create higher security workload and clean-up costs. 
· In an effort to support the Harbourside residents in the most equitable way, the following guidelines for gathering have been established:
· Homeowners will be responsible for any damage caused to                          common property
· Parking rules will be strictly enforced and violators will be fined and/or towed

· Tampa Police will be brought in for situations involving public drunkenness or other inappropriate behavior.

· For any event with more than 50 guests, an alphabetized guest list shall be provided to SNA Security prior to the event.

· For any event with more than 100 invited guests, the homeowner or their designated event coordinator will be required to contact the Security Operations Manager of the SNA at least 5 days prior to the event to coordinate:

· Plan for offsite parking and/or valet service 

· Plan for access control and validation of invitees (such as designation of an assigned entry point or wristbands)

· Coordinate additional security support

· In some cases the homeowner may provide their own security to be positioned on the property they own. 

· In some cases the homeowner will be required to pay a fee for additional security support for the common property of the Harbourside Homeowner’s Association.
6. POOL AND COMMON AREAS:
· The Association requires adult supervision for children using pool.  Users of the pool do so at their own risk
· No pets or glass bottles are permitted within the pool area.
· Please follow all posted rules in the pool area.

· Children playing in common areas should be supervised by an adult and avoid unsafe practices
7. SIGNS:

· No signs are permitted under SNA rules except address identification signs meeting the approval of the Architectural Review Committee
8. VEHICLES, TRAFFIC AND PARKING

· Homeowner vehicles are not to be parked at any time or for any reason in visitor spaces unless approved by management. 
· Residents / Homeowners cannot use temporary passes as a means to park in guest spaces.
· Any guest vehicle that is parked for ten (10) days in any thirty (30) day period is considered a permanent guest and should abide by homeowners rules.
· Parking rules for the common property roadways will be strictly enforced and violators will be fined and/or towed.
· Vehicle barcodes shall be issued only to vehicles belonging to residents of SNA, who are registered with property management.  Barcodes shall be used only in the vehicle that is registered to the owner or renter.
· Vehicles must be maintained in working order.
· The Association has the right to have an unauthorized vehicle towed without liability for the costs of removal, transportation, storage, or damage caused by such removal.  This right is according to the strict compliance with the conditions and restrictions of Florida Statute 715.07
· All residents and/or guests shall come to a full stop at STOP signs and shall not exceed the speed limit of 20 MPH.
· All residents and/or guests are required to comply with the vehicular traffic signs which include speed, stop, one way and yield.  If a resident and/or guest do not comply with the sign, property management will send a courtesy warning to resident.  Any subsequent citations will result in a fine per occurrence.
· No parking shall be allowed along roadways that are common property of the Harbourside Homeowners Association except for non-residents.  Non-residents are only allowed to park in designated spaces.
· SNA Parking Rules & Regulations are attached and are part of the Harbourside at Harbour Island HOA, Inc. Rules & Regulations.
               Noncompliance of Vehicular Rules and Regulations (3 Strike Rule)
Resident shall be left a reminder/ticket with a notation of specific noncompliance.
· If Resident incurs a second noncompliance event, an assessment of $50 shall be levied against the Resident. A 3rd and subsequent violations would result in a $75 fine and/or towing. Residents are responsible for their Visitors and Guests compliance. The assessment shall be payable with the next monthly Association Fee and subject to all late charges.

· On the third noncompliance event, the Association shall instruct the towing company to REMOVE the vehicle at the expense of the resident.

9. ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW COMMITTEE CHANGES

· Under the Associations Governing Documents, no outside changes can be made or modified without written ARC approval of Harbourside HOA, HICSA and SNA. This includes but is not limited to plantings of any type, lighting fixtures, screens, windows. 
SNA PARKING RULES AND REGULATIONS ( AS PART OF HARBOURSIDE RULES AND REGULATIONS:

1.
PARKING

· Parking rules on common property roadways will be strictly enforced and violators will be towed

· Parking on Harbour Passage Drive and Harbour Bay Drive will be limited to 72 hours. Violators will be towed.

· SNA will ticket those vehicles with a bar code that are parked in a space designated “guest parking” in the communities participating in the Ticketing/Towing policy adopted by the Board.

· SNA will ticket those vehicles that are parked in an area which is not designated as a parking space in the communities.

· Moving vans are not permitted to park on SNA roadways without Board approval. This includes self moving vehicles, e.g. U Haul trucks and trailers.

· Trailers, campers, motor homes, recreational vehicles, boats or jet skis are not permitted to park on SNA roadways at any time.

· Neither construction trailers, dumpsters nor Portable On Demand Storage (PODS) are permitted to remain on SNA property after 6 p.m. on weekdays or after 2 p.m. on Saturdays without Board approval.

2.      TICKETING -   Individual Communities

     The Rover, on a time available basis, will ticket vehicles in individual communities who have entered into agreement with the SNA to enforce parking violations when:



1.   A vehicle with a SNA issued bar code is parked in space designated 
                                “guest parking”.

2. A Board member from an individual community, whose name    appears on the Illegal Parking/Towing Authorization Form for that specific community, requests that a vehicle parked in a designated guest space that has an SNA bar code, be ticketed. The notes section of the white copy only will state: “written at the request of Mr. /Ms. ________, community. (HST, HH etc.)

3. Rovers will ticket those vehicles that are parked in an area which is not designated as a parking space in the communities. This includes visitors’ vehicles also. If a visitor vehicle is ticketed, include the name of the resident that is on the visitor pass on the ticket.

     The original (first page) of the parking ticket will be turned in to the SNA office for distribution to the appropriate Property Manager.

     The carbon (second page) heavy-duty paper will be left on the ticketed vehicle in a conspicuous place, preferably under the windshield wiper.

SNA Property – the rover will ticket any vehicle on SNA property that is illegally parked on a time available basis.
